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   yeytiv is best translated as 

he will do good.   

This Torah word has great meaning 

for me and I hope for all of us.  
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Last year was our fortieth anniversary.  We made 

a really big deal about it and rightly so.  This year 

is our forty-first anniversary and we are pretty 

much making no deal about it and rightly so.  

Weõll have an Ohev Shalom Birthday Cake on the 

night of Purim as we do every year and weõll sing 

Happy Birthday in Hebrew and that will suffice to 

mark another year for our synagogue. 

I say rightly so because more than celebrating our 

synagogue which I admit, I love to do, is the work 

we do on a day to day basis that touches so many 

lives and souls in our community.  Most of this 

work is not publicized.  Some of this work is 

purposely done quietly and even privately and is 

not to be known in any public way.  While we 

sometimes feel bombarded by the plethora of e-

mails we receive from the synagogue advertising 

this and that, there is that much more happening 

under the radar which might be what is most 

important of all. 

A few years ago, I wrote about the importance of 

our synagogue being here in the years and decades 

to come for us, for our children and generations 

to come.  One of our congregants who is a 

committed and generous supporter of our 

synagogue asked me why it is so important that 

Ohev Shalom survive.  Synagogues come and 

go.  Unfortunately that is happening even more so 

these days. 

Iõll admit again that my deepest hope is that Ohev 

Shalom be here well into the future because I see 

us as a special synagogue in many ways.  More 

importantly, my deepest hope is that our 

synagogue survives and thrives so we continue to 

do the work we do every day and every Shabbat 

in enriching Jewish lives and souls.  

When we celebrate an anniversary or a birthday in 

the synagogue, we always do so with the gift of a 

Gematria.  Gematria involves the numerical value 

of Hebrew letters and the words in the Torah that 

correspond to the particular number being 

celebrated.  The art of course is in finding the 

word and interpreting its meaning.  The simplest 

Torah word that equals 41 is  im which means 

if.  In English, it is the two central letters of life.  

Life is comprised of many ifs.  That most simple 

Torah word representing 41 is interesting but 

doesnõt contain the important meaning for us.  

There is a more complicated way to reach 41 which 

appears only once in the entire Torah in Numbers 

10:32.  The Hebrew word is  yeytiv which is best 

translated as he will do good.  This Torah word has 

great meaning for me and I hope for us. 

What is most important at this time is not the 

celebration of another anniversary.  There is a 

deeper meaning this year.  The message is that we 

continue to do good.  That we be good.  The good 

work sometimes happens publicly.  The good work 

happens quietly in the classroom.  The good work 

happens in the Adath Tikvah Montefiore Chapel 

where most evenings we now have a Minyan thanks 

to so many of you and our òCount Me Inó program.  

The good work happens at meetings and programs.  

It happens in the warm and close relationships 

developed in our synagogue.  The good work 

happens at times of great joy, times of stress and yes 

at times of loss.  The good work happens in the 

sacred experience of many praying together in the 

Sanctuary and in the private session with a Bar/Bat 

Mitzvah preparing for their most special day.  The 

good work happens in these and so many more 

ways. 

It happens each year in March on the Shabbat 

closest to the beginning of spring.  We celebrate 

Dafodill Days Shabbat with all who have dealt with 

cancer in our lives and those dealing with cancer 

today.  We are grateful to see another spring and 

the rebirth of nature.  We pray with those more 

recently diagnosed receiving treatment.  We look 

forward to greeting many more spring seasons 

together with them.  If you are a cancer survivor or 

have been more recently diagnosed and we are 

somehow not aware, please send me a note.  At the 

service, we do not identify anyone by name and yet 

it is deeply meaningful to be together each year to 

greet the spring.  We each take home a daffodil.  

We plant it to be able to see it flower again the next 

and the next year.  Our Daffodil Day Service this 

year is Friday evening March 17. 

Forty One,   yeytiv he will do good é we will do 

good.  Our synagogueõs walls are filled each day with 

good work and sacred experiences.  That is what 

we celebrate this year and yes, I hope for many, 

many years to come.
